SUMMARY

Mirrors that were deliberately broken, and miniature mirror pendants, occur in
many burials dating from the 2nd century B. C. to the 7th century A. D. on the territory
of Isfarin District, Tajik SSR. The breaking of mirrors, in which a man’s soul was alleged-
ly incarnated, symbolized his death.

Judging by numerous finds of broken mirrors in Sarmatian burials, the ancient
inhabitants of Ferghana and the Sarmatians had many similar religious and magic ideas.
